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An Introduction to……Intent
Our intent in geography is to promote in our students a curiosity and affinity with the world around them. A common theme running throughout the entire programme of study in geography is for students to foster an understanding and appreciation of how human beings interact with the physical environment around them.  We do this by exposing them to an array of locations at Key Stage three through topics such as ‘fantastic places and where to find them’, ‘dangerous places’ and ‘geography in the news’. By teaching the vital geographical skills and knowledge at Key Stage three we are preparing them with the foundations necessary for greater depth of study at GCSE. Our aim is to enable all students to garner a responsible attitude towards our planet and adopt a life-long learning approach by equipping them with the skills to ‘think like a geographer’.
At GCSE, the curriculum enables students to build their resilience and develop independent learning skills that will benefit them long into the future. We encourage our students to question everything, and to have a thirst for knowledge. The study of how humans interact with the physical planet around them is approached in detail, with focus on pertinent topics such as climate change, responding to natural hazards and food production.
At Key Stage five, the programme of study increases to a far greater depth by covering fewer topics with an increase in breadth. By studying three physical-centred and three human-centred topics over the linear two year course, with key geographical and statistical skills being implicit, students are not only equipped with transferable skills that will prepare them for future employment, they also should finish a-level geography with a strong sense of citizenship and responsibility towards the world around them.





Implementation
In order to implement the geography curriculum we will ensure the following:
-Keywords and definitions distributed to all students at the start of each topic (included in the geography pages of their knowledge organisers) these will be utilised for homework tasks and spelling/keyword tests;
-Concept maps completed by all students at the start of a topic to assess prior knowledge, and then revisited at the end of a topic to review progress;
-A series of lessons for each topic which carefully plans for progression and depth, and ensures knowledge is recapped and revisited regularly by implementing knowledge and vocabulary quizzes as well as rigorous practice of exam technique and application;
-A range of appropriate stretch and challenge tasks to extend the learning of our most able students and in order to enhance grit and mastery. Once this is achieved a geographer should demonstrate the ability to independently evaluate a range of geographical topics to a complex level, as well as being able to identify and make synoptic links within the subject.

Revision guides ordered for all GCSE students to ensure gaps in knowledge are addressed and focus is on implementing revision strategies into students’ regular routines.

Impact
The geography curriculum will make a profound, positive impact on every student by delivering a high standard of education through a range of qualitative and quantitative measures. Assessments are completed midway through and at the end of each topic, as well as regular exam question practice throughout Key Stages four and five to hone technique and encourage success. We measure the impact of our curriculum via the following methods:

-Regular reviews and updates to schemes of work and assessment
-Student voice
-Options data
