
The Abbey School MFL - French Subject Summary


The following summary is the best-fit for our pupils. When delivering the SoL in MFL, all pupils in a year group follow the same order of topics and undertake all of the same assessments. 

Assessments are frequent and comprehensive. Weekly vocabulary tests give pupils an opportunity to complete low-stakes testing as well as encouraging both long and short term recall. More in-depth assessment is completed across the whole course during the Week 3 Assessment window.

Importantly, we are a school which set our pupils by ability and need to account for this in class.

As HOL, I expect and trust my teachers to work through the SoL at the rate and depth suitable to the pupils in the room. Rushing a topic or moving on before the pupils have had a chance to truly access the learning is counter-productive. We do our best to ensure all pupils have the appropriate amount of time and support to develop the skills and knowledge needed to access the next stage of their learning. In MFL, we teach to the content, not the calendar.

Our most important focus in MFL is engagement. We want the pupils to be confident learners who know that they can achieve. Moving pupils on to a new topic without the elements needed to access the work is not only frustrating for the pupils but also detrimental to their results, confidence, and self-esteem. 

Homework will mostly take on the form of practice using the sentence builder software that we use regularly as a department. Each student will be given a log in when starting in Year 7 and will be set a weekly homework task. The website can be found here: www.sentencebuilders.com 

Engagement with the subject is maintained as much as possible by ensuring pupils are sitting assessments having been given all the tools they need to succeed.
